


2. Panel Grants

Panels saw 324 funding proposals in 2006-07, which is 15% fewer than the

previous year. Their outcomes are as follows:

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3. New Funds for 2007-08

Keepmoat Fund

Grants are made possible through the Keepmoat Foundation, a community
investment programme funded by Keepmoat plc. Fund is aimed at supporting
small voluntary groups based in Stratford, Atherstone, Rugby and Wood End,
Coventry. Grants range between £500 to £1,500. Funds to distribute for
07-08 £7500.

Creative Engagement Fund

The Creative Engagement Fund is a small grants programme funded through
the Local Enterprise Growth Initiative (LEGI). The fund aims to support
voluntary and community groups to stage events or activities that encourage
people to think differently about self employment and employment. Grants
range between £300 - £5000. Funds to distribute for 07-08 £120,000.

The Sheldon Trust

The Sheldon Trust exists to relieve poverty and distress in society, especially
in deprived areas, concentrating grants on community projects, as well as
those directed to special needs groups. Maximum grant size £2000. Funds
to distribute £8,500.
